Or does being happier in the first place allow you to earn more money later, maybe by way of greater creativity or energy? Or does some other factor produce both money and happiness? asks psychologist R. E. Lucas of Michigan State University.

The third paper is "Industrial applications of computational intelligence" by C. M. Frayn (UK).

The topic is data analysis for financial applications. He pose the question, {\it "Are data mining methods learning real knowledge that depends on human trading behaviour, or are they merely learning to predict patterns in arbitrary time series?}
